() Demachiyanagi arcade

A well-loved covered shopping arcade that has a
local feel. You can find variety of shops, retaurants
and even an indie-cinema.

€) Kamoriver delta

Popular hang-out spot in Kyoto city. Beautiful
cherry blossoms in spring and as a place to cool
down in the summer. Mt. Daimonji can also be seen
from the river.

) Chion-ji Temple
Hosts the Hyakumanben handicrafts market on the
15th of every month and an antiquarian book fair in
the autumn.

) Mt. Daimonji

Iconic landmark. The character ‘big’ is clearly visible from
street level. In August, this is the first of five fires lit in the
mountain north of the city in an event called Gozan no
Okuribi. Also a popular trekking route.

Philosopher's Path

This path, made in the 1890s links Jisho-ji and Nanzen-ji.
So-called for being popular walking spot of many philoso-
phers, including Kyoto University’s own Kitaro Nishida.

Keage Incline

A gentle slope lined with cherry blossom trees. Popular
photo spot in spring.
